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Everyone - regardless of immigration status — has rights
in this country:

 The right to remain silent. You can refuse to speak to an ICE agent. Do not answer any
questions, especially about your birth place, immigration status, or how you entered the
United States. Say you want to remain silent and speak with a lawyer. Do not lie, and do not
show any false documents.

 The right to demand a warrant before letting anyone into your home. Do not open your
door to authorities without a search warrant. Unless an ICE agent has a warrant signed by a
judge you may refuse them entry. If they say they have one, ask them to slip it under the
door or show you through the window. An ICE deportation warrant is different than a search
warrant—if the agent does not also have a search warrant, the agent may not enter your
home without your permission.

« The right to speak with a lawyer. If you are detained or taken into custody, you have the
right to seek a lawyer and to receive a phone call from your attorney. You may tell the
immigration agent that you want to speak with a lawyer even if you do not already have
one. The immigration officer can provide a list of pro bono lawyers. If you already have a
lawyer, have a signed Form G-28 that you can show to the immigration agent.

« The right to refuse to sign anything before speaking with a lawyer.
« The right to contact the consulate of your home country. The consulate may be able to
assist with locating a lawyer.

Make a plan

It is important to have a plan in place in case of immigration raids. Make sure everyone in your
household knows the plan. If you would like assistance making a detailed plan please contact my
office at (215) 686-3448. Some of the most important things to consider are:

1. Talk to your family about what to do if you or someone in the family is detained
by ICE and designate someone to be responsible for decisions and declarations

2. Make sure you know who will take care of your children, should anything happen
to you

I. Give your child’s school a list of trusted adults who can pick them up

3. Update emergency contact info with schools, work, and other places where
family may be.
